1. Meeting was called to order at 7:03pm.
2. Roll Call – Roll was called to find all members present:  Becky Martin, Mike Williams, Missy Donahue, Katie Schwab, Erin Weber, Kecia Holiday and Jeremey Meints.

vi. JFL – Becky Martin – Discussed registration fee for tackle and flag. Last year tackle was $140 with $25 of that coming from the Jaycees so parents actually paid $115. We no longer receive any money from the Jaycees. Agreed that registration fee will stay at $140 with an additional $50 volunteer fee. Flag was $50 last year and will stay at $50. They will also have the $50 volunteer fee. Becky will open both registrations this week. Flag will only be open to 1st and 2nd graders at this time.
