Regular Board Meeting 

April 26, 2021, 7:00pm 
1. Meeting was called to order at 7:17pm.
2. Roll Call – Roll was called to find the following members present:  Becky Martin, Erin Weber, Jeremey Meints and Katie Schwab. Kecia Holiday, Brad Fraher and Melissa Donahue were absent.
3. Consent Agenda – Jeremey Meints moved to consent agenda. Becky Martin seconded. Motion carried.
4. Consent Minutes from previous meeting April 12, 2021 – Jeremey Meints moved to accept the minutes as presented. Katie Schwab seconded. Motion carried.
5. Introductions and Recognitions – None.    
6. Public Participation – None. 
7. President’s Report – Erin Weber – PP loan has been deposited into account. We now need to apply for loan forgiveness. 
8. Secretary’s Report – Becky Martin – Reminded everyone to complete their SEI by May 1st.  
9. Liaison’s Reports –
a. Youth Activities 
i. 4th & 5th Grade Girls Basketball – Erin Weber – One week left. Going well. 
ii. Spring Soccer – Erin Weber – One week left. We will not be playing rainout dates. Games end this Saturday.
iii. Baseball/Softball – Becky Martin – Practices are ongoing. Going well. Not too many scheduling issues. Jerseys should be in first week of May. Games start 5/8.  
iv. Intro to Baseball – Kecia Holiday via mail – We have 4 teams of 7. Games start 5/3 and 5/26 will be the season ending parent vs. kids’ scrimmage.
v. Swim Team – Kecia Holiday via email – Signups start today. Fee will be $75 with an additional $50 volunteer deposit. 7 home meets and 1 away (El Paso Invitational 6/19). Eiker Invitational is 7/10. Swimsuit sizing is tomorrow at the office.

b. Pool – Kecia Holiday – Nelle Stover and Andrea are working on the lifeguard schedules. Interviews will take place net week. 
i. Painting Buildings – Jeremey Meints – Finally got ahold of Hawkins Painting. Quote of $7,000. Park maintenance boys will help. Starting 5/10, possibly sooner. Painting will include buildings (pump room and bathroom floors). School art teacher will be handing the outside mural.

Chemical Feed System – Jeremey Meints – 99% of parts are in for L shape pool. Will start Wednesday. Big pool is still waiting on 700-gallon tanks. We will need to build a concrete pad and fence to surround them. Tanks are supposed to be in 5/7.

c. Park – Jeremey Meints – Fields are being prepped. Will start digging for new playground next Monday. City is helping. Water leak has been fixed and bathrooms are open. Porta potties will be removed this Friday.
